Education Levy: 

· The Education Levy covers all stationery and materials required by students throughout the school year, as well as costs associated with incursions, excursions (but not overnight excursions) and special programmes run from time to time throughout the year. Specifically, the Education Levy includes allowance for:

1. Excursions (eg buses for all sporting events, and excursions for the year).

2. Incursion visits to the school by various organizations (eg Responsible Pet Ownerships, CSIRO science visits and any musical groups or performing arts groups).

3. Art supplies.

4. Stationery supplies, reading logs for Juniors and diaries for Seniors.

· All senior level students should provide their own pencil cases (use last year’s!).

Please note that whilst we say that we will provide all consumable materials, when children wilfully destroy items we would not expect to continue to replace them at school cost.

Swimming/ Camp Fees

· Swimming and Camp Fees are charged out as part of the initial fees at the beginning of the school year. 
· Swimming and Camp are seen by the school as essential learning, and as such it is assumed that all children will participate in these activities. For this reason 
adjustments will not usually be made to school fee accounts if students do not attend camps, swimming or other excursions.
Building Levy:

· St Patrick’s School and Parish continues to undertake major building development, including refurbishment of facilities, all involving ongoing maintenance.
· The building levy ensures that a contribution to building costs is shared among families.

· As this is a levy, it is not tax deductible.

· You are, of course, most welcome to make a donation to our building fund, in addition to the levy, which would be tax deductible.

· You might also choose to be part of the Parish planned giving programme, an element of which is tax deductible.

School Fees:

· School Fees are used to augment State and Federal Government Grants, which together pay the running costs of the School.

· School fees are charged in full at the start of the school year. 
· A discount of $50 will be given to any family paying the whole school fee (including Education Levy and camp or swimming fees) prior to 28th Feb. 
· A Concessional rate is applied to all families who are holders of an eligible Health Care Card or Pension Card. This rate is dependent upon school fees being paid by Direct Debit or Centrepay, as well as qualifying for the Camps, Sports and Excursion Fund. Please enquire at the school office if you think you might qualify for the Concessional Rate of school fees.

· All School Fees can be paid termly, as a one-off payment or by fortnightly or monthly direct debit from your nominated bank account. The school accepts EFTPOS, Credit card over the phone , BPAY, cash or cheque. The simplest and preferred method however is Direct Debit either fortnightly, monthly or quarterly. Please enquire at the school office.
· Receipts are provided on request only, as all previous term receipts are itemised on termly accounts. Statements can also be issued on request or at the end of financial year if required.

· An adjustment is made to Fee Accounts if a family leaves the school through the year, or starts part-way through the year.

Technology Levy:

· A Technology Levy has been charged to students in Grades 1, 2, 3 and 4 to cover Technology costs at those levels.
